A flat, easy walking, parkland course, with tree lined fairways and large greens comprising of the 18 hole Old Foss Course and the 9 hole West Course. The Old Foss has a challenging variety of holes, which includes a short par 3 over a pond to an island type green, varying lengths of par 4's and demanding par 5's. The West has a blend of long and short holes which require good course management and careful shot making decisions. Keighley has developed over the last 100 years into a true test of golf. Well-defined fairways and superb greens are complemented by mature and recently planted trees that provide definition for every hole. Situated within easy reach of the M60, Pike Fold Golf Club was founded in 1909 on the site of Tweedale Hill Farm, moved to Henshalls Farm site in 1920 where it remained until 1998 when the club was forced to close to accommodate the M60 motorway. The present course was opened in 1999 on Back O'th Moss Farm, expanded to an 18 hole course in 2008 and has since received excellent reviews and is renowned for its excellent USGA greens. Overnight trip to Cave Castle nr Brough. Lunch on arrival, Dinner, Bed & Breakfast + 2 rounds. Based on 2 sharing a room. 20 places reserved, £50 deposit required to secure a place. Singe rooms are available @ £25 supplement. Additional places may be available if demand requires.
Opened in 1989 the course is maturing well and has a good mix of undulating meadow and parkland holes. Trees and water come into play on a number of holes and the large pond in the middle of the 9th hole makes you think carefully with your tee shot. The one special thing about Cave Castle is the peace and quiet – surrounded by farmland the only noise is the wildlife and banter of other players. Sun 28th June 12:34,  Mon 21st Jul, 11:00. Founded in 1907, the course is a mixture of moorland and parkland holes that frequently hosts Union & County events. The front nine offers a test of golf over rolling terrain with a heathland quality where approach shots on a number of holes can be tricky. The back nine is by comparison a little more straightforward and has a parkland feel, but watch out for the superb greens that can be fast in dry conditions and provide a challenge to even the best golfer, especially the "McKenzie's" on the Par3 2nd and 18th. 6,138 Yards, Par 70

Boasting amazing view across the Yorkshire countryside and located between Bradford and Halifax, Queensbury is a par 66 golf course that combines the natural gradients of the Pennines with the beautifully landscaped fairways and greens. Crosland Heath is a perfect example of an Alister MacKenzie design, the course is relatively unchanged from its original design of 100 years ago. The Heathland course is free draining with firm fairways and stunning "tower" par 3's based around old quarries. The course enjoys extensive panoramic views across the town of Huddersfield stretching out well in to the old East Riding. To the North, South and West the views are equally spectacular, adding to the treat that is playing this testing heathland course. 6,087 yards, Par 71
